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            “Eye hath not seen, ear hath not heard…. I Cor 2:9”
1)And so it was with me, brothers, and sisters.  When I came to you, I did not come with eloquence or human wisdom as I proclaimed to you the testimony about God. 2) For I resolved to know nothing while I was with you except Jesus Christ and him crucified. 3) I came to you in weakness with great fear and trembling. 4) My message and preaching were not with wise and persuasive words, but with a demonstration of the Spirit’s power, 5) so that your faith might not rest on human wisdom, but God’s power.

God’s Wisdom Revealed by the Spirit

6)We do, however, speak a message of wisdom among the mature, but not the wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are coming to nothing. 7) No,

we declare God’s wisdom, a mystery that has been hidden and that God destined for our glory before time began. 8) None of the rulers of this age understood it, for if they had, they would not have crucified the Lord of Glory. 9) However, as it is written:

“Eye has not seen, ear has not heard, neither entered into the heart of man, what God has prepared for those who love him.”  
10)These are the things God has revealed to us by his Spirit.

The Spirit searches all things, even the deep things of God. 11) For who knows a person’s thoughts except their own spirit within them? In the same way no one knows the thoughts of God except the Spirit of God. 12) What we have received is not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, so that we may understand what God has freely given us. 13) This is what we speak, not in words taught us by human wisdom but in words taught by the Spirit, explaining spiritual realities with Spirit-taught words. 14) The person without the Spirit does not accept the things that come from the Spirit of God but considers them foolishness and cannot understand them because they are discerned only through the Spirit. 15) The person with the Spirit makes judgments about all things, but such a person is not subject to merely human judgments, 

16) “For who has known the mind of the Lord so as to instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ.”

Let us be encouraged to love God and focus on loving Him with all our heart.
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Loving and Forgiving Myself Daily as Jesus has Loved and Forgiven Me.
A daily routine of forgiveness to cleanse and wash myself in the blood of Jesus; is like spiritual breathing and taking a shower; it becomes habit, routine, and automatic in my mind, conscience, and spirit. I can’t take a shower that will last for a lifetime; if I don’t shower every day I will stink. When I asked Jesus to come into my heart and forgive my sins; He did; but I still sin daily because I am human and imperfect. I settle my accounts every day; my sins (dirt, bad behavior, habits, faults. etc.) daily at bedtime; by confessing my sins and washing myself in the blood of Jesus. (“He died for our sins not our excuses; if we will call sin; anything less than God’s best.” *The Calvary Road by Roy Hession.). Jesus will forgive and cleanse us as He promised. We are not talking about salvation here; we are talking about practicing good principles; virtue, being wise, positive, responsible, clean, a good soldier, attractive, beautiful, lovely, healthy, and excellent saints that glorify God. “If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us. I John 1:8 KJV”. 
“If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and cleanse us from (All unrighteousness). I John 1:9.”  

Jesus said on the cross “It is finished” our Salvation. “He has cast our sins into the depth of the sea and will remember them no more.”  So why are you still remembering your sins? Praise God for His forgiveness, forgive yourself, others, and keep on moving. The day is over!  Jesus is Worthy! Start a new day tomorrow!! REST!

Fulfill God’s command by His grace and “Love God with all your heart, soul, mind, and strength, and love your neighbor as yourself (accept, receive, forgive, and love as Jesus has forgiven you). A new commandment I give unto you, love one another as Jesus has loved you.” John 13:34, 35. Also read I Cor. 13 The love chapter and love filter for wise decisions.
Loving God first means keeping our feet on the ground, being focused, sure footed, having our feet shod with the gospel of peace through Jesus Christ, having the mind of Christ, and being of sound mind, spirit, and soul. Let all those unimportant end time details fly past you, as you remain secure, sure footed in the faith, and focus on what is important; your faith, love, and relationship to Jesus Christ; through loving God first with all our heart daily. Join God’s end time love anointing and protection; obey God today.
What is contained in Exodus 23 that is so important?  We are to present ourselves physically to the Lord three times a year for Passover April 3, Pentecost Sunday May 24, and the Day of Atonement Sept 22-23, 2015. The Seven Blessings of Passover Participation are: 1) God will assign an angel to you. 2) God’s blessings will be upon your food and water. 3) God will be an enemy to your enemies. 4) God’s blessing will be upon your womb. 5) God will remove sickness from among you. 6) God will give you a full life span, and yearly blessings. 7) God will protect you and be an enemy to all your enemy nations.  God’s angel will not forgive any rebellion.
Now if that is not an end time message that solves all our problems individually and as a nation; I don’t know what a good message is. If we would show our resolve, obedience, humility, wisdom, and present ourselves to God as He has instructed us, a very simple and obedient step of faith to God. It would be the best, most concrete sign of repentance and obedience to prove to God that we want to be faithful, love him, and repent by presenting ourselves to Him as He has instructed us, and let God pass over us in Judgment to show us His mercy. 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                                         PASSOVER DAY APRIL 3, 2015
Passover is the first of three Annual Day of Remembrances; each year; that we are to present ourselves to the Lord and not come empty handed but give God the best offering we can give him.” Exodus 23.

This year it is on April 3, 2015, on Good Friday. This year, just recently, I heard a sermon on the importance of The Passover-Good Friday for today’s people. “Three times a year all the men are to appear before the Sovereign Lord.” Ex 23:17. ---“Bring the best of the first fruits of your soil (offering) to the house of the Lord your God.” Vs 19a.
This is a divine appointment we have with God each year to present ourselves before the Lord on Passover-Good Friday, on The Day of Pentecost, and the Day of Atonement. Wow! This is a summons/appointment to appear before the Lord. These are three appointments we have with God three times a year to be accountable directly to God and obey Him: by presenting ourselves physically with our best gifts. It gives you a sense of meeting God personally, face to face, with great results following!!
This is a yearly summons/appointment that we are to do three times each year. It is not a time to be afraid of God but to Love God and do what He commands; and be blessed. I was not aware before this year that (Passover-Good Friday) is to be a (personal summons appearance before God to present ourselves to Him); this is such an important event that God expects from us. 
“God will send an angel ahead of you to guard you along the way and to bring you to the place that He has prepared. Pay attention to him and listen to what he says. Do not rebel against him; he will not forgive your rebellion, since my name is in him. If you listen carefully to what he says and do all that I say. I will be an enemy to your enemies and will appose those who appose you. Ex 23:20-22”

“Worship the Lord your God, and His blessing will be on your food and water. I will take away sickness from among you, and none will miscarry or be barren in your land. I will give you a full life span. I will send my terror ahead of you and throw into confusion every nation you encounter. I will make all your enemies turn their backs and run. Ex 23:25-27”
The Seven Blessings of Passover Participation are: 1) God will assign an angel to you. 2) God’s blessings will be upon your food and water. 3) God will be an enemy to your enemies. 4) God’s blessing will be upon your womb. 5) God will remove sickness from among you. 6) God will give you a full life span, and yearly blessings. 7) God will protect you and be an enemy to all your enemy nations. 
May 24 is the Day of Pentecost for 2015: The Day of Atonement starts September 22-23, 2015. 
Put it on your calendar and plan to present yourself physically to the Lord in obedience at your local church. It is very important to do it physically because it gives you a sense and feeling of a personal appointment with God (God is a Spirit), and it is very special. He will really bless and renew your relationship with God. It is awesome! Keep your appointment personal, and private.
