My miracle happened in the mid-seventies when I was driving a truck in Memphis, Tn. My company 
had dispatched about a half dozen trucks to pick up cattle to deliver to a western feed lot in Arizona. 
We were all planning to stop at the local truck stop after we had loaded up and eat breakfast before 
we left Memphis. 

There are two Interstate highways connecting at a curve and the speed limit is 55 mph because it 
was too sharp for the normal 65 mph speed limit. I was approaching the curve in my left lane, and a 
pick-up truck unsafely pulling a small trailer with a load of loose steel, and traffic behind him. He 
was in the left lane of the other Interstate trying to merge ahead of me in his lane before I got there. 

My biggest concern was my cattle were weak and scrawny from the pasture where they had just 
been picked up, and I could not brake, or I would upset my load going into that curve. My attention 
was focused on beating the pickup truck. I knew I could not brake because I would crash my truck.  

Well, while I was focusing on missing the other truck suddenly, I realized I was in the curve going 
over 55 mph and I was going to crash. I could not safely brake so I just took the curve and went with 
it.  

It was traffic hour and I remember saying, “Oh, God! I am ready to go but all these other people on 
the road; there is going to be blood and guts all over this highway; help me!” Suddenly, my truck 
twisted and turned: I was standing on the side of the door steering the truck and it was beyond a 
45-degree tilt going into the curve and impossible to correct. My truck was suddenly pushed back 
into a correct and safe position, and I along with all the other people on the double three or four 
lane highway were saved by a mighty hand and angel of God. There was no damage to my truck, the 
cattle, or me, and an eyewitness behind me told me later (That’s another story by itself); “you were 
so far into the curve and the fulcrum of your truck was committed beyond 45 degrees to recover. 
Suddenly, a force pushed the truck back into safety and corrected itself.”  

The scripture that came to me right after this incident was “The angel of the Lord encamps around 
those who love him, and He delivers them from all their troubles.” Wow! is all I could say, and the 
other miracle was that my heartbeat and blood pressure was normal and never missed a beat; I say 
again wow! PG, what a miracle and all the other people that were saved that day! 

What is your miracle that you can share with someone today in “Remembrance to the Lord” for a 
great victory? Who is the Pharoah in your life and in America that God needs to deliver us from to 
save us? Let’s remember our God today who can save us from destruction. Ask Jesus to come into 
your heart today to save you from your sins and give you eternal life forever!

 2 My goal is that they may be encouraged in heart and united in love, so that they may have the 

full riches of complete understanding, in order that they may know the mystery of God, namely, 

Christ, 3 in whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.

Spiritual Fullness in Christ

“2 Chronicles 20 1 After this, the armies of the Moabites, Ammonites, and some of the 

Meunites* declared war on Jehoshaphat. 

2 Messengers came and told Jehoshaphat, "A vast army from Edom* is marching against you from beyond the 

Dead Sea. * They are already at Hazazon-tamar." (This was another name for Engedi.) 
3 Jehoshaphat was terrified by this news and begged the LORD for guidance. He also ordered everyone in Judah to 

begin fasting. 
4 So people from all the towns of Judah came to Jerusalem to seek the LORD's help. 

5 Jehoshaphat stood before the community of Judah and Jerusalem in front of the new courtyard at the Temple of 

the LORD. 
6 He prayed, "O LORD, God of our ancestors, you alone are the God who is in heaven. You are ruler of all the 

kingdoms of the earth. You are powerful and mighty; no one can stand against you! 
7 O our God, did you not drive out those who lived in this land when your people Israel arrived? And did you not 

give this land forever to the descendants of your friend Abraham? 
8 Your people settled here and built this Temple to honor your name. 
9 They said, `Whenever we are faced with any calamity such as war,* plague, or famine, we can come to stand in 

your presence before this Temple where your name is honored.

We do 

not know what to do, but we are looking to you for help." 

 
13 As all the men of Judah stood before the LORD with their little ones, wives, and children, 
14 the Spirit of the LORD came upon one of the men standing there. His name was Jahaziel son of Zechariah, son of 

Benaiah, son of Jeiel, son of Mattaniah, a Levite who was a descendant of Asaph. 
15 He said, "Listen, all you people of Judah and Jerusalem! Listen, King Jehoshaphat! This is what the LORD says: 

Do not be afraid! Don't be discouraged by this mighty army, for the battle is not yours, but God's. 

16 Tomorrow, march out against them. You will find them coming up through the ascent of Ziz at the end of the valley that 

opens into the wilderness of Jeruel. 
17 But you will not even need to fight. Take your positions; then stand still and watch the LORD's victory. He is 

with you, O people of Judah and Jerusalem. Do not be afraid or discouraged. Go out against them tomorrow, for 

the LORD is with you!" 
18 Then King Jehoshaphat bowed low with his face to the ground. And all the people of Judah and Jerusalem did 

the same, worshiping the LORD.19 Then the Levites from the clans of Kohath and Korah stood to praise the LORD, 

the God of Israel, with a very loud shout20 Early the next morning the army of Judah went out into the wilderness 

of 0Tekoa. On the way Jehoshaphat stopped and said, "Listen to me, all you people of Judah and Jerusalem! 

0Believe in the LORD your God, and you will be able to stand firm. Believe in his prophets, and you will succeed."

21 After consulting the people, the king appointed singers to walk ahead of the army, singing 

to the LORD and praising him for his holy splendor. This is what they sang: 

"Give thanks to the LORD; his faithful love endures forever!" 

22 At the very moment they began to sing and give praise, the LORD caused the armies of Ammon, 

Moab, and Mount Seir to start fighting among themselves. 
23 The armies of Moab and Ammon turned against their allies from Mount Seir and killed every 

one of them. After they had destroyed the army of Seir, they began attacking each other. 
24 So when the army of Judah arrived at the lookout point in the wilderness, all they saw were 

dead bodies lying on the ground as far as they could see. Not a single one of the enemy had 

escaped. 
25 King Jehoshaphat and his men went out to gather the plunder. They found vast amounts of 

equipment, clothing, * and other valuables—more than they could carry. There was so much 

plunder that it took them three days just to collect it all! 
26 On the fourth day they gathered in the Valley of Blessing, * which got its name that day because 

the people praised and thanked the LORD there. It is still called the Valley of Blessing today. 
27 Then all the men returned to Jerusalem, with Jehoshaphat leading them, overjoyed that the 

LORD had given them victory over their enemies. 
28 They marched into Jerusalem to the music of harps, lyres, and trumpets, and they proceeded to 

the Temple of the LORD. 
29 When all the surrounding kingdoms heard that the LORD himself had fought against the 

enemies of Israel, the fear of God came over them. 

30 So Jehoshaphat's kingdom was at peace, for his God had given him rest on every side. 
31 So Jehoshaphat ruled over the land of Judah. He was thirty-five years old when he became king, 

and he reigned in Jerusalem twenty-five years. His mother was Azubah, the daughter of Shilhi. 

I have been reading CBN’s ‘through the bible in one year’, and today is 2 Chron 19-20. I have been noticing 

that the Old Testament scriptures often have parallel stories to today’s World Problems and Wars around 

the World. What a coincidence? God is a God of Love and War. When God’s obedient children are 

threatened, and Israel, U.S., Ukraine, and the free World are threatened. We can take a lesson from the 

God of The Old Testament and His People Israel. The Jews in Ukraine and Israel are under constant threat.

Christ each new day, filled with the Holy Spirit, and this is how to do it. Many people worry 

about and spend endless time and energy trying to figure out God’s will. Paul says do these 

things and you will be in the center of God’s will each day. “This is the day the Lord has made. I 

will rejoice and be glad in it. Call on the name of the Lord and you will be saved. Rom 10:13.” 

 

1) Rejoice always 2) pray continually 3) Give thanks in and for everything; for this is God’s will 

for you in Christ Jesus. 4) Obey God, and do not quench the Holy Spirit’s power to prove God’s 

will each day by His grace by giving thanks. 5) Abstain from all appearances of evil. Don’t 

offend others by a false or negative impression. 6) Hold fast to that which is good and right. 7) 

And the God of peace will sanctify your whole spirit, soul, and body, and preserve you blameless 

until Jesus Christ returns. Wow, that covers everything in our life from a-z. Amen!  

 
Praising God in and for everything releases our faith to let God prove His will in our circumstances each 

day. Trusting God by faith gives us His success, love, and it puts our problems on His shoulder. We have no 

need to worry; now we can rest; enjoy the day, enjoy our family, enjoy our job; enjoy our life; while God is 

working out everything for our good according to His good, acceptable, perfect will, and purpose.
