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                                             September 11, 2016, Reflections
The History Channel’s “102 minutes that changed America” that was broadcast on Sunday 9/11/2016 “History Remembers 9/11” brought fresh new pain and updated facts about the events that unfolded on TV.

The shock was incredible, unbelievable, and unimaginable. We were totally unprepared for such an event, we were sleeping at the wheel, and the description of events was shocking.

The first response and reaction in the air was shock and unbelief; they were paralyzed in the beginning, and it gave the enemy the time they needed to accomplish their attack; except for the Whitehouse. Seeing and hearing this replay made me depressed.
One of the fighter pilots gave his account of the events. 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                                               Anger and Forgiveness
“Be ye angry and sin not…. Let not the sun go down on your wrath.” Don’t stay angry.

“Forgive and you will be forgiven. If anyone will not forgive; neither will your heavenly father forgive your sins.”  Deal with your anger and frustration by giving it to God through Jesus. Speak it out to God and acknowledge it; then confess it to God first, then forgive yourself (you were involved, and you made wrong choices), and then forgive the other person or persons.  “Jesus is faithful and just and will forgive and cleanse you from all unrighteousness. I John 1:9.”   This includes the sins of the forefathers.

It means: all the emotional, mental, spiritual pain, and all unrighteousness that connected to you when you made the choice to sin; is forgiven and forgotten in the sea of God’s forgetfulness by His blood. 

You need to practice forgiving as Jesus has forgiven you, and others; until it is all gone; even if it takes 70 x 7 times to complete it. Repeat it until you believe it and receive all the cleansing from Jesus. “God says, He is FAITHFUL and JUST to FORGIVE and to CLEANSE from All unrighteousness!” 
“Oh, let the mercy of the Lord endure forever.  He is good and his love endures from everlasting to everlasting, thou art God.”  Great is God’s kindness, goodness, and mercy that lasts from generation to generation; even unto 1000 generations and forever to those who love God, amen! 

There is a cure for anger; it is the blood of Jesus. I John 1:9. That is like saying; there is a cure for getting dirty. Repetition becomes habit, and bad habits can be changed into good habits by using God’s principals of love.

Forgiveness through the blood of Jesus is the soap, water, and elbow grease we can and have to use to get off the dirt that is clinging to us by unclean habits of thinking, selfish actions, and bad choices. Accept Jesus into your heart today, give him all your sins, and be cleansed; He wants them; that is why He died for us.
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                    THE DAY OF JUDGMENT. LOVE TRIUMPS ALL
“Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the Day of Judgment: because ‘as He is, so are we in this world’. (17)  There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear: because fear has torment. He that fears is not made perfect in love. (18) We love him because He first loved us.  I John 4:17-19.”  KJV

Recently I heard a sermon on the Day of the God’s Judgment, and the destruction and implosion of America. I didn’t disagree with anything he said about all the evil that was going on in America. But the same man (preacher) when confronted to; humble himself and pray; dilutes his own message. God has given us all spiritual power and authority to love God and let him rule our life; as Jesus has humbled himself at the cross, loved the world, and commanded us to love God, ourselves, and one another. God says through John, (in present tense) … “as He is, so are we in this world (in the Day of Judgment)” see the above verse. God is describing a heavenly miracle equivalent to the Rapture and our becoming immortal beings. Chew on that for awhile. He is not describing a destructive end of the world but a glorious description of our being changed by God’s love. We can’t even describe what is happening here; except to try to understand by faith; that we are being changed and become incorruptible like He Is; because of his love. Chew on that; it is too awesome to describe in human terms! The judgment of man; is easy to understand because we deserve it, and it sounds reasonable in human terms. But the forgiveness and love of God, through Jesus, is beyond our understanding; even after we accept and receive it as a gift from Jesus; it sounds unreasonable to man!

This is a much different perspective than saying “God is going to destroy America, or he will have to apologize to Sodom and Gomorrah.” Believe in the love of God, the greatest gift and spiritual power and authority in the word of God. The judgment of man does not rule the kingdom of God. The love of God rules all things in the Kingdom of Heaven, Earth, and all Creation in the Universe that belongs to Jesus Christ, God the Father, and God the Holy Spirit. Yes, judgment will happen, is already happening, and has been happening since Eden, in the world. However, the love of God is greater!
