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                           FOCUS ON JESUS DAILY
The temptation is to dwell on the negative results of the elections, but our focus needs to be on Jesus daily, The Author and The Finisher of our faith. 
Avoid watching too much political news; it is depressing, and it will drain your positive energy and positive outlook for your life.

 Watching prophecy being fulfilled daily on your calendar or some prophets calendar is also depressing. Even though we are in the end times, I believe, it is counter-productive to faith to focus and watch in fear as events unfold. “Perfect love casts out all fear. I John 4: 18. KJV.”  Love God with all your being. It will bring good results to you.
Faith works by love, and love follows Jesus by faith in obedience to the end; living as though we will be here another 1000 years before Christ returns. “One day is with the Lord as one thousand years. 2 Peter 3: 8” KJV.  How does that fit your eschatology? Live each day as if it were your last but plan as though you were living for a thousand years.

Is God going to give us another thousand years before He returns? I hope not; but it is possible. Only God the Father knows; not even Jesus knows the day or the hour when He will return. The literal scriptural translation is God could give us, one more day, one thousand years to fulfill His Vision of the World to be reached, saved, and reconciled unto Him before the new millennium. [9 “The Lord is not slow in keeping His promise, as some understand slowness. “He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance.” 2 Peter 3:9 NIV.  If God did choose to give us “one more day” He would have to use America to save the world from complete destruction, or at least America to get out the gospel of Jesus Christ. A strong America is the biggest threat to the world to behave.
 Paul in Thess. spoke very clearly about what the will of God is and His simplicity, and Peter said, “Don’t be ignorant of the time factor of God,” (paraphrased) “One day in God’s timetable is as one thousand years.”  So where does that put us today? We need to be thinking about God’s kingdom work to share the gospel of Jesus Christ daily, rejoicing, and being thankful each new day. The following four versions say it in the Parallel Bible. 
We need to daily give thanks for everything. “16 Rejoice evermore. 17 Pray without ceasing. 18 In everything give thanks, for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you. 19 Quench not the Spirit. 22 Abstain from all appearance of evil.”  I Thess. 5: 16-19, 22. KJV.
“16 Be joyful always; 17 Pray continually. 18 Give thanks in all circumstances, for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus. 19 Do not put out the Spirit’s fire.” 22 Avoid every form of evil.” NIV
“16 Always be joyful. 17 Always keep on praying. 18 No matter what happens, always be thankful, for this is God’s   will for you who belong to Christ Jesus. 19 Do not smother the Holy Spirit. 22 Keep away from every form of evil.” LB

“Rejoice always, 17 Pray constantly, 18 Give thanks in all circumstances; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus. 19 Do not quench the Spirit.” 22 Abstain from every form of evil.” RSV.   (Read all of I Thess. 5 & 2 Peter 3)
Many Christians ask, what is God’s will for me? If you do this every day, you will be blessed.  This is the basics of what we need to know and do to present ourselves to God as a daily living sacrifice of obedience. Do this and you will live and survive your problems, become a joyful giver, forgive yourself and one another, live productively, grow in the Lord, have faith in the finished work and the blood of Jesus Christ until He comes. Praising God for everything means you are trusting Him by faith to work out all the details for your good; even though you don’t understand it. Amen!

Do not Love the World – 15 “Do not love this world nor the things it offers you, for when you love the world, you do not have the love of the Father in you.” 17B “…. Anyone who does what pleases God will live forever.”
Warning about Antichrists – 18 “Dear children, the last hour is here. You have heard that the antichrist is coming, and already many such antichrists have appeared. And you know that murderers don’t have eternal life within them.” Ref: Matt 5:21. “We know what real love is because Jesus gave up his life for us. 2) Caring for the Lord’s Workers – 
5 “Dear friend, you are being faithful to God when you care for the traveling teachers who pass through, even though they are strangers to you.” 6 “They have told the church here of your loving friendship. Please continue providing for such teachers in a manner that is pleasing to God.” 7 “For they are traveling for the Lord, and they accept nothing from people who are not believers.” 8 “So we ourselves should support them so that we can be partners as they teach the truth. Ref: Acts 20:33, 35” 9 “I wrote to the church about this, but Diotrephes, who loves to be the leader, refuses to have anything to do with us.” 10 “When I come, I will report some of the things he is doing and the evil accusations he is making against us. Not only does he refuse to welcome the traveling teachers, but he also tells others not to help them. And when they do help, he puts them out of the church. When you fear someone you will: 1) listen 2) obey 3) pay attention to their instructions 4) respect them 5) love them 6) serve them 7) acknowledge them 8) honor them 9) observe them carefully to learn 10) approve them 11) elect them 12) understand them 13) stick to them like glue 14) never separate yourself from them 15) they are life and health to you 16) breathe It’s instructions 17) God will write His laws in our heart so we will never separate ourselves from Him 18) It is eternal and forever in It’s Covenants 19) it is the truth of God that lasts forever 20) never forget the things I have taught you 21)  it is like the law of gravity; if you ignore, disrespect and disobey it you will perish and or get violently hurt 22) store them up in your heart 23) if you do this you will live many years and your life will be satisfying 24) never let loyalty and kindness leave you! 25) Tie them around your neck as a reminder 26) write them deep within your heart; then you will find favor with both God and people 27) and you will earn a good reputation. Prov 1-9
Fear of God is humble, loves, respects, honors, obeys, connects, and wraps itself around the creator God like glue; so they can live, enjoy life, and not fail. Wisdom that is anchored to the love of God will not perish, but we need to believe. Just remember it’s not real; its sting is just your imagination!

Good choices must be made, kept, maintained, and honored for us to live a great quality of life and excel to make a better life for ourselves and our future. “These are the Proverbs of Solomon, David’s son, King of Israel. Their purpose is to teach people wisdom and discipline, to help them understand the insights of the wise. Prov 1:1-2” NLT.
