The message of love always seems to be seen through rose colored glasses or a dismal picture of suffering, death, and dying on the cross that we have to endure ourselves; because of Jesus. When Jesus first gave me a vision of His Love in 1979, His Vision, and mine were quite different. I thought it was a wonderful vision and it will be glorious to share and experience, and everyone will accept and appreciate it. Wow! was I ever wrong. 

Here we are in 2020, the end has not come yet, and we are in a world pandemic and crisis. The world is in a crisis of hatred against God, anything good, blessed, wonderful, gracious, kind, and true benevolent Christian love. I say against true benevolent love because the worlds love is aimed at, “I, me, look what I did, it is centered in their ego, telling the world what they have achieved, and the glory is not given to God for their works; which is not true charity; it is self-adulation, and self-glory.”
Matthew 6:23 says. “Be careful not to do your acts of righteousness before men, to be seen by them. If you do, you will receive no reward from your Father in Heaven. So when you give to the needy, do not announce it with trumpets, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and on the streets, to be honored by men. I tell you the truth, they have received their reward in full. But when you give to the needy, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is doing, so that your giving may be in secret. Then your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you openly. This scripture helps me to understand and pursue proper giving methods to be blessed by God. I want my giving and reward to be a blessing and increase.
These are the words of Jesus, and His words need to be heeded for His blessings.
What I started out to show in this message was the contrast between love and hate, and the imagined process of how wonderful God’s love truly is vs the reality which is more about planting seeds, doing the right thing, making good choices and responses every day: and we will reap good things if we persevere and do not faint. It always comes back to us, the giver, measured by God who knows our hearts, intentions, and motives. 

I have seen and experienced God’s love changing me in many ways, and I have asked the Father; “why it does not appear to be changing others as Jesus has changed others; when we “love Him and obey His command to love Him and others, as He has loved us?” 

I believe it is a learning process that we must go through by faith in His Word; and believe that God will bring positive results; and many times; it comes back to the giver rather than the intended receiver we are praying for; “It is more blessed to give than receive.” God alone knows our heart. “We don’t even know our own heart, God says.”*  The law of sowing, reaping, and reciprocity applies here also. Tough love applies to us first. However, what has changed me the most is God’s forgiveness, grace, mercy, and unconditional love that He gives to me first, and then after experiencing His Love; it makes me want to do to others as Jesus has done to me. “We love God because He first loved us. I john 4:19” “Loving God makes me want to know and do His good, acceptable, and perfect will. Rom.12:2.*” Paraphrased.
God’s love really works. I can testify to that experience because He loved me first, and He saved me from myself, and making bad choices. God loves me, forgives me, and He gave me His grace, humility, wisdom, love, favor, understanding, and knowledge, by His Word. God’s forgiveness is not just an experience; it is a relationship with Jesus, The King of Kings, The Lord of Lords, and The Great I AM! He is not unreachable. “He is touched with the feelings of our infirmities”,* He is  kind, loving, gracious, He is love, forgiveness, and His mercy endures forever; the Bible says.
