       1) Humility-humble ourselves and submit to Christ’s Forgiveness and Love.

      A)  Ask Jesus to forgive us, invite Him into our heart, as first step to

            receive His Love and Grace.

      B) Accept His Grace as the provision for all our needs; not our works.

                  C) Accept and forgive ourselves for past sins and wrong choices.  

                  D) Freely as He has forgiven us; so we must forgive ourselves; or we

                        will reject ourselves and the new nature Christ has given us. 

                        “You were called to be free...The entire law was summed up in a

                        single command: Love your neighbor as yourself.” Gal. 5:13-14 

          E) Receive and Accept the Holy Spirit’s power to renew us daily, and

               empower us to walk with Jesus daily in our new freedom, blessing,

               and love. 

          F) “The fruit of The Holy Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering,

               gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance(self-control).

               Against such there is no law.” Gal. 5:23.  This is the benefit of God's

               Holy Spirit and choosing to obey God's commands.

2) Forgiveness-forgive others so we will also be forgiven and not block the blessing, mercy, and grace that Jesus wants to give us daily to share and help others.

         A)  Forgiving others is ‘for our sake’ mostly; so we don’t become bitter,

                         hateful, and continue in anger and poison ourselves spiritually,

                         mentally, emotionally, physically, and financially.

B) Forgiving others allows the flow of Christ’s Grace to fill our body 

       to heal us and exude His presence and power in our daily life.

C) Forgiving others energizes and sets us free to focus daily on prioritizing what is important to God, our family, relationships, and profession. 

D) Forgiving ourselves and others releases us from our past emotional and mental baggage.

E) Forgiving ourselves and others creates a new attitude of love, grace, and positive optimism to allow Christ to give us a new life of wisdom, strength, and understanding.

F) Asking and accepting Christ’s forgiveness daily cleanses and renews us.  It’s like taking a shower daily; so the dirt, sweat, and normal activities don’t make us stink and smell.  We can enjoy Christ’s presence and others can enjoy our company. 

G) Forgiveness untangles us from unwise choices, relationships, and dangerous liaison’s with those who do not support or agree with our new value system of love, and frees us to become a new individual created to love and be loved by God.

H) Forgiveness is quiet, gentle, full of mercy, and good works created by God through His Son Jesus and the Grace He provided by dying on the cross for our sins. We can now live a new and productive life, and live with Him in Heaven upon His return, or our death; whichever comes first.

I) Forgiveness gives us a complete new outlook on life and enables us to achieve our full potential that we were created and ordained to receive before the fall of man through Adam and Eve; who were deceived by Satan the fallen creature from heaven, father of hate, and all evil works.

J) Forgiving our enemies: 1) first the enemy within us-Self must be crucified and killed by choosing to obey Christ', and a C is a bent I.

2)   Loving our outward enemies seems impossible in the natural. However with forgiveness first and then choosing to obey God's command gives us the strength and power to see them as Jesus sees them, and it begins to change our perspective, attitude, and feelings toward them.  It may, and can be felt by them whether they are in close proximity to you or not; it doesn't matter.  We are changed because of it and it will affect our relationship as a result over a period of time.  Lets face it; if our enemies can't get us down; it will effect them.  It gives them opportunity to see that God's Love is a much greater power and tool to use to be proactive; rather than hate, negativity, malice, slander, or control.   You cannot Love and do those evil things to others without paying a severe consequence within your own body, heart, mind, soul, and spirit.  It will defeat you and destroy you unless you repent of it, and choose to change your thinking toward God, yourself, and others.   

  3) “Love others as Jesus has loved us”.  A new command I give to you.  “Love

  one another as I have loved you. So you must love one another.  John 13:34-35.”

             A)  Love rejoices when truth wins and rules.  Evil cannot win over

                    truth and God's genuine love, humility, and grace.  “Love is strong as

                    death and jealousy is cruel as the grave.”  Love and jealousy-envy

                    cannot co-exist together.  If jealousy is eating at you in your

                    relationships; only you can stop it by choosing to love; it is a really

                    evil monster that will destroy and control your relationship with God

                    and others.  It is not the way Jesus loved us.

             B)   God's love is a choice, it is taught, learned, a commitment, and

                    is not determined or preceded always by good feelings.  Loving God

                    will not hurt or destroy us but will build up our spirit, soul, mind,

                    and body. It will energize, strengthen, and heal our body, soul, 

                    spirit, and mind and make us whole.
